Embarrassed By Jesus  

 
   It’s always fun to introduce “different -circled” friends, so 
while out to dinner recently, I indulged in such an opportu-
nity.  Jill is Jewish and engaged in her faith from a cultural 
standpoint, but remains spiritually detached.  Nathan, on 
the other hand, fits the phrase “Jesus freak” better than I fit 
my name.  A lot of times I love this about him, but many 
times (this being one), I hate it.  His overt, borderline ob-
noxious “envangelizing” has left me hugely embarrassed on 
more than one occasion. 
   Before the first fork took rise, Nathan launched the bomb.  
“So, Jill, what do you think about God?”  
   Turning beet red, I frantically tried to drum up a diversion.  
Maybe I could spill a drink across the table.  Wouldn’t 
work...who created waiters and sponges, anyway?  My sec-
ond thought was climbing under the table to cry.  Okay, that 
didn’t happen, either.  
   Bottom line - I was embarrassed.  Nathan had been intru-
sive to Jill’s belief system.

   “You did?” 
   “Yeah - do you mean because he brought up religion?” 

I 
couldn’t believe what I was hearing.  
   But she set me straight.  “Honestly, even though I don’t 
agree with everything Nathan said, the fact that a college 
student has such strong notions about anything was amaz-
ing to me.  Sounds crazy, but I’m tempted to say I think 
that’s what makes me respect a person!  Nathan asked what 
I believe, which made me feel cared about, as well as chal-
lenging me on something I’m not even sure about.
